The conflict in South Sudan
deepened with close to half a
million  people displaced by
violence over the past month.

Another 83,900 have crossed into
neighbouring countries.
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Aid agencies continued to scale
up the multi-sector response
operation across the country, with
assistance provided to over
211,000 people in need.
